IL-AAUP Minutes—October 20, 2007

Present: Jerry Kendall, President, Peter Kirstein, Vice-president, Lisa Townsley, Treasurer, John Wilson, Mathew Abraham, Peter Insley, Michael Harkins, Kurt Field, Lee Maltby, secretary.

1. Meeting began at 9:30 a.m., minutes for meeting of April 14, 2007 were approved.

2. Financial report was given by Lisa Townsley and was approved by the council. Usual conversation regarding insurance and liability re: AAUP events also occurred.

3. Website—one council member used the word ‘befuddled’ to describe his feelings about the website. John Wilson reported he was trying to take charge of the website.
4. President’s report—Jerry reported that the national office was hoping to get emails of faculty to provide updates to faculty on AAUP business, and this could also serve as one means of outreach to faculty. Jerry also visited National-Louis, DePaul, and Harper College, schools which are experiencing various issues with faculty.  Jerry also hoped to visit the University of Chicago and schools in Rock Island. Discussion also ensued on the idea of obtaining email addresses from national. Last, IL-AAUP has funds and we can spend some of those to improve services and outreach.

5. Legislative report—from Jerry, state government vis a vis education is ‘a mess.’ Jerry also recommended that Leo Welch be commended for his service, esp. in his role as interim president of IL-AAUP. Peter K said that he would look into the recently passed ‘moment of silence’ and its possible significance for education.
6. John Wilson—reported on Illinois Academe, notice for next issue and need for articles. A question from Peter K. on posting articles on website. Question was raised if state council should support chapter websites, yet it was agreed that we need to get ‘our house’ in order first.

7. Matthew Abraham—updated council on affairs at DePaul. A rather long discussion followed regarding possible involvement of council with problems at DePaul and to be aware of (and sensitive towards) potential issues at other institutions.
8. Committees at IL-AAUP—Committee ‘A’ ‘a must.’ Peter Kirstein, John Wilson, and Matthew Abraham volunteered to be on committee ‘A.’ Kurt Field is interested in committee A depending on commitment. Chair should be selected and committee is to keep the council updated on issues.

Committee ‘F’—Chapters, conferences, members, and dues, Michael Harkin would attempt to do some ‘regional recruiting.’ ‘F’ also includes Peter Insley, Lisa Townsley, and Lee Maltby. 
Committee ‘G’ part-time and non-tenure track appointments—treasurer and secretary are de facto members of committee. Peter Insley would also serve as a link with other organizations as resources, and Peter will also research membership of part-time faculty and issues. 
Committee ‘R’ government relations—Leo Welch will continue. 
Lisa Townsley suggested that committee ‘T’, College and university government be combined with ‘A.’  Or, volunteer(!) Pan P. for committee ‘T’. Kurt Field and Michael Harkin would attempt to recruit new members. 
Committee ‘W’, status of women—Lisa Townsley, and ‘W’ to include Minorities in the profession. 

9. Annual meeting—Substance! Jazzy! Sexy! Peter K. reported that SXU would be glad to host the conference. Various dates were suggested, March 29 survived the process. A basic format was discussed as well as possible speakers from various institutions.

10. Meeting adjourned for lunch a little after 12 p.m.
